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I. INTRODUCTION

1. The previous recommendations made by the Fifth Committee to the General
Assembly under agenda item 132 (a) appear in the reports of the Committee
contained in documents A/49/803 and A/49/803/Add.1.

2. The Committee considered the item at its 46th meeting, on 17 March 1995.
Statements and observations made in the course of the Committee’s consideration
of the item are reflected in the relevant summary record (A/C.5/49/SR.46).

II. CONSIDERATION OF A DRAFT RESOLUTION SUBMITTED BY THE CHAIRMAN

3. At its 46th meeting, on 17 March 1995, the Chairman introduced a draft
resolution entitled "Administrative and budgetary aspects of the financing of
the United Nations peace-keeping operations: financing of the United Nations
peace-keeping operations" (A/C.5/49/L.36), submitted by the Chairman on the
basis of informal consultations.

4. At the same meeting, the Committee adopted draft resolution A/C.5/49/L.36
without a vote (see para. 5).

Endorses the intention of the Secretariat to complete development of a

Funding of public information activities

Endorses the proposal of the Secretary-General, and requests the Committee
on Information to review the Secretariat’s policy on dissemination of
information related to peace-keeping;

XVII

Pension Fund

Requests the Secretary-General to submit to the General Assembly the views
of the United Nations Joint Staff Pension Board on the implications for the
United Nations Joint Staff Pension Fund of the participation in the Fund of the
different categories of civilian staff in peace-keeping operations;

XVIII

Provision of services to troops

Endorses the comments of the Secretary-General with regard to the
provision, through local contractors, of services to troops;

XIX

Portable and temporary accommodation

Endorses the comments of the Secretary-General;

XX

Operational support manual

Endorses the intention of the Secretariat to complete development of an
operational support manual.
